OLD BUSINESS
Rain Barrel Workshop

Rachel reported on the Rain Barrel Workshop. She shared pictures taken at the workshop.  It was well attended and was very successful. Robert said he was at the workshop and thought it went very well too.

Riparian Buffer

Priscilla said she would ask the Township Supervisors to request an extension for the DEP Growing Greener Grant. She thought because of droughty conditions in the spring and summer a lot of plants could die. She said the survival rate of trees and shrubs would be higher if we waited till the fall to complete the plantings. John said he contacted the county probation office offering the project if anyone needed to do community service. 

Will said it was too late this spring to ask the students at LCTI to make a sign for the buffer area but they may be able to make it next fall. Rachel said her employer may also be able to make a sign for the project.

NEW BUSINESS
Steam Naming

Will said as he has time available he would be willing to try to get the longitude and latitude for the beginning and ending points for streams in the township. This is needed to submit the proposed stream names to United States Geological Survey (USGS) for official recognition.
The discussion of the draft Woodlands Ordinance was tabled in order to give EAC Members time to fully read the ordinance.

In order to post environmental items for township residents to read, the EAC will ask the Supervisors to purchase a bulletin board for the hallway. 

Public Comment
Forest Wessner III reported on work the Township Road crew was doing through the dirt and gravel roads program in order to fix an erosion problem on a township road.   He reported that at the Township Supervisors Conference it was reported that economic stimulus funds may become available for townships to do some projects. He said the Supervisors were discussing the proposed riparian buffer ordinance and were trying to develop something that was fair and easy to administer.
